We are writing to make you aware of a concern that has recently been brought to our attention regarding the use
of a WhatsApp group involving Year 6 pupils. We have been informed that inappropriate language was exchanged
within the group.

We want to reassure you that this matter is being taken very seriously and is being handled through our
safeguarding procedures. We have taken appropriate steps, including seeking advice from relevant agencies and
contacting the police for guidance.

WhatsApp has a minimum age requirement of 16 and is therefore not recommended for primary-aged children.
We ask that you speak to your child about the importance of using digital platforms safely and responsibly. Please
monitor their messages, particularly in group chats, and ensure they know how to report any content that makes
them uncomfortable. To support you in safeguarding your child online, we have included links with guidance on
adjusting phone settings so children cannot be added to group chats without permission:
